“We have a long history of standingin the gap for students who are displaced after school or program
closures,” explained North-West College President Mitchell Fuerst. “We are grateful to be able to come
alongside theseindividuals to help them finish what they started.”

North-West College’s tradition of steppingin and helping students and faculty who had nowhere to go
afterabrupt shutdowns began decades ago with President Fuerst’s mother, Marsha Fuerst, who
foundedthe College in 1966. “We are proud to have continued the wonderful legacy my mother
started—so much so that we are now seen as the go-to teach-outorganizationin California,” Fuerst
shared. “It’s a privilege to once again have the chance to stand in that gap forthese ESV ROP/TC
students.”
